There is a facteity in LIEGE, on the banks of the ALBERT Capal, where tes
are made in guantity, They are leadedl dnily}l:iﬁ_,th trains and haﬁes‘%?n cempleteds
There is a goed-sized synthetic rubber factery next to the plate factery. The factery
is three steries high, and ships goed daily. Flexible parts (cushions, mounts,
hydraulic parts) fer aircraft are made here.

Machine gums, rifles, pistols, ammunition and dynamite are alse stored here. An eold
castle serves as headquarters. The men hidden here have maps shewing every rbigd,
railroad, stream and bridge in Belgium. Everyone appeared. to work tegethen
